Japan Provides US$493.765 for Improving Early Childhood Education in
Kampong Thom Province

The Government of Japan will provide US$493,765 for the recipient organization under
the framework, the Grant Assistance for Japanese NGO Projects. The Grant Contract was
signed today between H.E. Mr. UENO Atsushi, Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary
of Japan to the Kingdom of Cambodia, and the representative of the recipient, to carry out the
following project:

This project seeks to improve the early educational learning outcomes of children in
Kampong Thom province. The project’s key components include strengthening teachers'
capabilities in targeted schools through teacher training, implementing remedial classes based
on learning assessments, and improving the learning environment.

The Grant Assistance for Japanese NGO Projects started in Cambodia in 2002 to
support activities by Japanese NGOs to help Cambodia's reconstruction and development
efforts at the grassroots level. Since 2002, the Government of Japan has provided over US$60
million for over 170 projects, mainly in the field of primary education, health, agriculture and
mine clearance in Cambodia.
